Novi-based 
Classic Design Concepts, which makes custom and performance components for Fords and other vehicles, has 
unveiled its Flashback version of the '67 Mustang using the Dynacorn body.  

The basic CDC Flashback is equipped with a 375-horsepower, 302-cubic-inch V-8 engine and five-speed manual 
transmission. However, customers have the option to order a 450-hp, 347 cid V-8 or even a 600-hp, 5.4-liter 
supercharged V-8; the latter set up includes a six-speed gearbox.  

Buyers also can opt for various suspension upgrades and select from several vehicle paint color.  

Standard equipment includes a leather interior, power windows, air conditioning, a Bongiovi Acoustics head unit from 
JVC and Rockford Fosgate speakers.  

Classic Design Concepts plans to do series production of the vehicles starting in June 2009 but in the meantime can do 
one-off builds for customers who can't wait. The company had hoped to begin production sooner, but is working through 
all of the various and diverse regulations so the car can be driven in any state in the country. CDC also plans to provide 
a series of component kits for skilled do-it-yourselfers.  

Prices for turnkey cars are expected to range from $130,000 to $200,000, depending on engine and suspension options.
